RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY

THIS RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY (the “Release”) is given on this____day of , 2013, by 
_________________________________(“Volunteer”) in favor of Rebuilding Together Solano County, Inc., a 
California corporation (“Rebuilding Together”), and its directors, officers, employees, and agents, and the heirs, 
executors, personal representatives, successors and assigns of each of them (“Rebuilding Together Parties”).  
In addition, I also release and waive liability for the project / workday sponsors.

Volunteer desires to work as a volunteer on a Rebuilding Together project for the                      
(“Project”) and to engage in the other activities related to being a volunteer. Volunteer 

understands that these activities may include repairing and rehabilitating homes and other residential buildings, 
including shelters and group homes.

Volunteer does hereby freely, voluntarily, and without duress, give this Release under the following terms:
1. Waiver and Release. Volunteer does hereby release and forever discharge and hold harmless each of the 

Rebuilding Together Parties from any and all liability, claims, and demands of whatever kind or nature, 
either in law or in equity, which arise or may hereafter arise from Volunteer’s activities with respect to the 
Project and does covenant not to sue any of the Rebuilding Together Parties with respect to such matters.

Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Volunteer understands and agrees that this Release 
discharges each of the Rebuilding Together Parties from any liability or claim that Volunteer may have 
against any of them with respect to any bodily injury, personal injury, illness, death, or property damage 
that may result from Volunteer’s activities with respect to the Project, whether caused by the negligence of 
a Rebuilding Together Party or otherwise. Volunteer also understands and agrees that Rebuilding Together 
does not assume any responsibility for or obligation to provide financial assistance or any other assistance 
in the event of injury or illness.

2. Medical Treatment. Volunteer does hereby release and forever discharge the Rebuilding Together Parties 
from any claim whatsoever which arises on account of any first aid, treatment or service rendered in 
connection with the Volunteer’s work on the Project.
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
